Plainti ff f-ederal Trade Commiss ion ("Commission" or "FTC") filed its FirsT 

Amended Comp/ainljor PermanenT lnjunclion and Other Equitable Relie.f('"Amended 

Complaint") aga inst Defendant Universa l Process ing Services of Wisconsin , LLC, also d/b/a 

Newtek Merchant Solutions (" UPS") for a permanent injunction and other equitable relief 

pursuant to Sections l3(b) and 19 of the Federal Trade Commission Act, 15 U .S.C. §§ 53(b) 

and 57b, and the Telemarketing and Consumer Fraud and Abuse Prevention Act, 15 U .S.C. 

§§ 6101-6 108. On November 18, 2014, thi s Court granted the FTC's Motion for Summary 

Judgment, find ing UPS liable fo r assisting and fac ilitating telemarketing violations in 

violation of Section 31 0.3(b) of the Telemarketing Sales Rule. (Doc. No. 208.) On February 

II. 2015, thi s Court granted the FTC' s Motion for Equitable Monetary Relief, fi nding UPS 

and other defendants li able fo r equitab le monetary relief. (Doc. No. 242.) 
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The Court hereby enters this Final Monetcuy.Judgment as to Defendant Universal 

Processing Services of Wisconsin, LLC. also d/b/a Newtek Merchant Solutions ("Order"). 

T HEREFORE. IT JS ORDERED as fol lows: 

I. Judgment is entered in favor of the Commission against UPS, jointly and severally, in 

the amount of One Million Seven Hundred Thirty-four Thousand Nine Hundred and 

Seventy-Two dollars ($ 1 ,734,972.00), as equitable monetary rei ief. 

2. Payment must be made by electronic fund transfer in accordance with instructions 

previously provided by a representati ve of the Commission. 

3. All money paid to the Commiss ion pursuant to th is Order may be deposited into a 

fund administered by the Commission or its designee to be used for equitable relief, 

including consumer redress and any attendant expenses fo r the administration of any redress 

fund . If a representative of the Commission decides that direct redress to consumers is 

wholly or partially impracticable or money remains after redress is completed, the 

Commission may apply any remaining money fo r such other equitable rel ief (including 

consumer in fo rmation remedies) as it determines to be reasonably related to UPS ' s practices 

alleged in the Amended Complaint. Any money not used fo r such equitable relief is to be 

deposited to the U.S. Treasury as disgorgement. UPS has no right to challenge any actions 

the Commission or it representati ves may take pursuant to this Subsection.
