Procedures For Submitting Post-Consummation Filings
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“One Bite of the Apple”

Parties who are in violation of the Act may be liable for a civil penalty of up to 
$11,000 for each day during which the party is in violation and may be subject 
to other equitable relief.  Where parties have inadvertently failed to file, 
however, the government has generally not sought penalties
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Common Reasons for Failing to File

Failure to aggregate

Size of person miscalculated

Investment only exemption inapplicable

Acquiring remaining interests in controlled partnership

Foreign persons unaware of HSR
