Reply Brief would be due on Thursday, January 6, 2005 (again, excluding the New
Year’s holiday). Because of long-standing family commitments and travel plans, the
proximity of the briefing schedule to the Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Years
holidays would work substantial inconvenience and hardship on some of the counsel
involved in this matter.
