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respect thereto. If such acceptance is not subsequently withdrawn by the
Commission pursuant to the provisions of Commission Rule 2.34, 16 C.F.R.

§ 2.34, the Commission may, without further notice to Proposed Respondent,
issue the attached Decision and Order containing an order to license in disposition
of the proceeding.

When final, the Decision and Order shall have the same force and effect, and may
be altered, modified or set aside in the same manner and within the same time
provided by statute for other orders. The Decision and Order shall become final
upon service. Delivery of the Complaint and Decision and Order to Proposed
Respondent by any means provided in Commission Rule 4.4(a), 16 C.F.R. §
4.4(a), shall constitute service. Proposed Respondent also waives any right it may
have to service of any document incorporated by reference into the Decision and
Order (whether or not such document exists when the Decision and Order is
issued), and agrees that it is bound to comply with the Decision and Order (and
any document incorporated by reference into it) to the same extent as if it had
been served with the document.

The Complaint may be used in construing the terms of the Decision and Order.
No agreement, understanding, representation, or interpretation not contained in
the Decision and Order, or the Consent Agreement, may be used to vary or
contradict the terms of the Decision and Order.

By signing this Consent Agreement, Proposed Respondent represents and
warrants that it can accomplish the full relief contemplated by the attached
Decision and Order, and that all parents, subsidiaries, affiliates, and successors
necessary to effect the full relief contemplated by this Consent Agreement are
parties to the Consent Agreement and are bound thereby as if they had signed this
Consent Agreement and were made parties to this proceeding and to the order.

By signing this Consent Agreement, Proposed Respondent represents and
warrants that any License (as defined in the Decision and Order) that has been
submitted to the Commission at the time of this Consent Agreement for approval
by the Commission in connection with the Commission’s determination to make
the Decision and Order final comports with all of the relevant requirements of the
Decision and Order and requires Proposed Respondent to license relevant patents
as required by relevant divestiture requirements of the Decision and Order.
Proposed Respondent also represents and warrants that Proposed Respondent
shall interpret each such License in a manner that is fully consistent with all of the
relevant provisions and remedial purposes of the Decision and Order.

Proposed Respondent has read the Complaint and Decision and Order. Proposed
Respondent understands that once the Decision and Order has been issued it will
