STIPULA TED ORDER FOR PERMANENT INJUNCTION AND FINAL JUDGMENT 
AGAINST DEFENDANTS MISHELE WELLS AND SIMAX CORP. 

Plaintiff, the Federa1 Trade Commission ("FfC" or "the Commission ), commenced this 

action by filing its Complaint, followed by an Amended Complaint, for injunctive and other 

cquitab1e relief (hereinafter "Comp1aint ) pursuant to Sections 13(b) and 19 of the Pedera1 Trade 

Commission Act ("FTC Act"), 15 U. c. g 53(b) and 57b, the Telemarketing and Consumer 

Fraud and Abuse Prevention Act C'Telemarketing Act"), 15 U. C. ** 6101 et seq. charging 

that the defendants engaged in deceptive acts or practices in violation of Section 5(a) of the FTC 

Act , 15 U.S.C. * 45(a), and the FTC's Trade Regulation Rule entitled " Telemarketing Sales 

Rule " 16 e.ER. Par 310. 

The FTC and Defendants Mishe1e Wells and Simax Corp. , d//a America s Gift House 

Gold Universal , Ameriline , and Ameriline Corp. ("Simax Corp. ), having been represented by 

counsel and acting by and through such counsel , have consented to the entry of this Stipulated 
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Order for Permanent Injunction and Final Judgment ("Stipulated Order)' or " Order ) without a 

trial or adjudication of any issue of law or fact herein. 

NOW, THEREFORE , the Commission and Defendants Mishele We1ls and Simax COtp. 

having requested the Court to enter this Stipulated Order, and the Court having considered the 

Stipulated Order reached among the paries and for other cause appearing, it is ORDERED 

ADJUDGED AND DECREED as follows: 

FINDINGS 

This is an action by the Commission instituted undcr Sections 13(b) and 19 of the 

FTC Act, 15 U.S. c. 53(b) and 57b, the Telemarketing Act, 15 D. C. 996101 et seq. and the 

FTC' s Telemarketing Sa1es Rule, 16 C.P.R. Part 310. Pursuant to these statutes and regulations 

the Commission has the authority to seck the relief contained herein. 

The Commission s Comp1aint states a c1aim upon which rclief may be granted 

against Defendants Mishele Wells and Simax Corp. , under Sections 5 , 13(b), and 19 of the FfC 

Act , 15 U. , 53(b) and 57b, the Telemarketing Act , 15 ns. c. * 6101 et seq. and thec. 

FTC' Telemarketing Sales Rule , 16 C.F.R. Part 310. 

This Court has jurisdiction over the subject matter of this case and a1l parties 

hereto. 

Venue in the United States DistTet Court for the Northern District of Ilinois is 

proper under 15 U. C. 53(b) and 28 U. C. * 1391(b), (c), and (d). 

The al1eged activities of De fendanLS Mishele We11s and Simax Corp. are in 

affecting commerce, as defined in Section 4 of the FTC Act , 15 u.s.c. 9 44. 
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Defendants Mishele Wells and Simax Corp. , without admitting the allegations set 

Forth in Plaintirr' Complaint or any liabi1ity in connection therewith , agree to cntry of this 

Stipulated Order. 

Nothing herein shan constitute a waivcr of Defendants' rights against self-

incrimination nor be construed as a waiver of any legal or evidentiar privileges against 

disclosure. 

The partics shaH each bear thcir own costs and attorneys ' fees inculTed in this 

action and havc waivcd a1l claims undcr the Equal Access to Justice Act, 28 U. 2412, andc. 

all rights to seck judicial review, or othcrwise to challenge the validity of this Stipulated Order. 

This Order is in addition to and not in lieu of any other civil or criminal remcdics 

that may be provided by 1aw. 

10.	 Entry of this St1plllated Order is in the pubhc 1ntcrcst. 

DEFINITIONS 

Por purposes of this Order, the following definHions shan apply: 

Defendants" means the Corporate Defendant and Indi vidlla1 Defendant. Thc 

Corporate Defendant" is Sima, Corp., d/b/a America s Gif House, Gold Universal , Ameriline 

and Amcrilinc Cmp. , a Ncw York Cmporation. The "Individual Defendant" is Mishele We1ls 

also known as Mishele Andrea Wells. 

Asset" or "assets" means any 1ega1 or equitable intcrest in , right to, or claim to, 

any real and personal property, including, but not limited to , chattels , goods, in truments 

equipment, fixtures , general intangibles , effects , leaseholds , mai1 or other deliveries , inventory, 
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checks , notes, accounts , credits, receivables (as those telms are defined in the Uniform 

Commercial Code), and all cash , wherever located. 

Assisting others" means providing any of the following goods or services: (1) 

providing for or ananging for the provision of mail or telephone lists that contain , incorporate, or 

ut1lize consumers ' account numbers; (2) preparing or providing, or causing to be prepared or 

provided, telephone sales scripts or other materials for use in connection with the promotioTl of 

products or scrvices to consumers; (3) providing, mailing or shipping, or aaanging for the 

provision , mailing or shipping, of fulfillment products or services (4) providing or arranging for 

the provision of telcmarketing or computer processing services; (5) providing or facilitating the 

means of obtaining payment from consumers , by providing or facilitating access to the credit 

card or bank account payment and collection system; and (6) providing marketing or customer 

service support. 

Consumer" means any individual , group, unincorporated association , limited or 

general partnership, corporation , or other business entity. 

Credit-related products, programs , or services" means any produet, program, or 

service which is advel1ised, offered for sale , or sold to consumers as a method by which 

consumers may establish or obtain any extension of credit or credit device, inducting, but not 

limited to , credit cards , loans , or financing, or as a mcthod to consolidate or liquidate debts. 

Customcr" mcans any person who has paid, or may be required to pay, for goods 

or services offered for sale or sold by Defendants. 

Document" is synonymous in meaning and equal in scope to the usage of the 

tenn in Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 34(a), and includes writings, drawings , graphs , charts 
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photographs , audio and video recordings, computer records, and other data eompi1ations from 

which information can be obtained and translatcd, if neccssary, through detection devices into 

reasonably usable rOll. A draft or non identical copy is a separate document within the meaning 

of the term. 

Material" means likely to affect a person s choice of, or conduct regarding, 

goods or services. 

Person" means a natural person, organization, or other legal entity, including, but 

not limited to, a corporation , partnership, so1e proprietorship, limited liability company, 

association , cooperative, or any other group or combination acting as an entity. 

10. Te1cmarketing" means a plan , program , or campaign (whether or not covered by 

the Telemarketing Sales Rule , 16 C.F.R. Par 310) which is conducted to induce the purchase of 

goods or services or a charitable contrbution by use of one or more telephones. 

ORDER 

PROHIBITED BUSINESS ACTIVITIES 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED 
 that, in connection with the advertising, marketing, 

promoting, offering for sale, or sa1e of any product, program, or service , Defendants , and their 

offcers , agents , directors , servants , emp10yees, salespersons , independent contractors , attorneys 

corporations , subsidiaries , affiliates , successors, and assigns, and al1 other persons or enttties in 

active concert or paricipation wtth them who receivc actual notice of this Order by personal 

service or othef\ise , whether acting directly or through any trust, corporation , subsidiary, 

division , or other device, are hereby permanent1y restrained and enjoined from: 
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Making, or assisting others in making, any express or implied representation or 

omission of material fact that is falsc or misleading, in any manner, including, but not limited to 

any false or misleading statement: 

That Defendants will provide consumers with , or arrange for consumers to 

receive, a major credit card, such as a Visa or MasterCard; 

Concerning the Defendants ' ability to provide consumers with any crcdit­

related product , program, or servicc and 

Concerning "any fact materia1 to a consumer s decision to purchase any 

product, program or service; 

Violating, or assisting others to violate, any provision of the Telemarketing Sales 

Rule, 16 C.F.R. Part 310, as currently promulgatcd or as it may hereafter be amended, including, 

but not limited to: 

Violating Section 31O.3(a)(2) of the Telemarketing Sales Ru1e, 16 c.P. 

31O.3(a)(2), by misrepresenting, directly or by implication , any material aspect of the 

performance, effcacy, nature, or central characteristics of goods or services that are the subject 

of a sa1es offer, 16 c.P.R. * 31O.3(a)(2)(ii); and 

Violating Section 31O.4(a)(4) of the TelemarkeLing Sales Ru1e, 16 C. 

31O.4(a)(4), by requesting or receiving payment of any fee or consideration in advance of 

obtaining or arranging an extension of credit when they have guaranteed or represented a high 

likelihood of success in obtaining or arranging an extension of credit and 

Assisting others who violate any provision of Subsections A and B of this Section. 
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II.


MONETARY RELIEF


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED 
 that: 

Defendants shuli pay to the Commission the sum of fifteen thousand dollars 

(USD) ($15 000.00 (USD)) within fourteen (14) days of the date of entry of this Stipu1ated 

Order. All payments required to be made to the Commission under this Section shall be made by 

certificd check or other guaranteed funds payable to and delivered to the Commission , or by wire 

transfer in accord with directions provided by the Commission. 

All funds paid pursuant to this Section shaH be deposited into a fund administered 

by the Commission or its agent to he used for equitable relief, including, but not limited to, 

consumcr redress and any attendant expenses for the administration of such equitab1e relief fund. 

If the Commission determines , in its sale discretion, that redress to consumers is wholly or 

partially impracticable or funds remain after redress is completed, the Commission may apply 

any remaining funds for such other equitable relief (including consumer information remedies) as 

it determines to be reasonably related to Defendants ' practices alleged in the Complaint. Any 

funds not used for such equitable relief shall be deposited to the United States Treasury as 

disgorgcment. Defendants shall have no right to challenge the Commission s choice of remcdies 

under this Section. The Commission and Defendants acknowledge and agree that this judgment 

fine, pena1ty, punitive 

assessment, or forfeiture; 

for equitable monetary rclicf is solely remedial in nature and is not 
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In the event or any default on any ohligation to make payment under this Section 

interest, computed pursuant to 28 U.S.c. g 1961(a), shaH accmc from the date of default to the 

date of payment , and shall immediatcly become due and payable; and 

For purposes of any subsequent proceedings to enforce payments rcquired by this 

Section, including, but not limited to , a non-dischargeability complaint filed in a bankruptcy 

proceeding, Defeodants waive any right to contest any allegations in Plaintiffs Complaint. 

III. 

RIGHT TO REOPEN: ACCURACY OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that within five (5) business days aner the date of entry of 

this Stipulated Order, Defendants shaH submit to the Commission a truthful sworn statement that 

shall reaffrm and attest to the truthfulness , accuracy, and completeness of the Financial 

Statement of Individual Defendant executed by Defendant Mishe1e Wel1s on February 8 , 2006 

and the Financial Statement of Corporate Defendant concerning Defendant Simax Corp. 

executed by Mishe1e Wens on February 8 , 2006. The Commission s agrement to this Stipulated 

Order is expressly premised upon the financia1 condition of Defendants, as represented in their 

financial statements, which contain material infonnation upon which the Commission relied in 

negotiating and agreeing upon this Stipulated Order. 

, upon motion of the Commission, the Court finds that Defendants failed to submit the 

sworn statement required by this Section, or that Defendants failed to disc10se any materia1 asset 

materially misrepresented the value of any asset, or made any other material misrepresentation i11 

or omission from the financ1al statement, the Court shall enter judgment against them, in favor of 

the Commission , in the amount of four hundred thousand dollars (USD) ($400 000. 00 (US D)) 
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(the approximate total amount of consumer injury in this matter during the time that Defendant 

Mishele Wells and Simax Corp. were actively involved in the alleged activities set forth in 

Plaintiff' s Complaint), and the entire amount of the judgment shaH become immediately due and 

payable, less any amount already paid. 

Provided, however that in all other respects , this judgment shaH remain in fun force and 

effect , unless otherwise ordered by the Court; and provided further that proceedings instituted 

undcr this Secllon are in addition to, and not in 1ieu of, any other civil or criminal rcmedies that 

may be provided by law , inc1uding, but not 1imited to , eontempr proceedings , or any other 

proceedings that the Commission or the Unitcd States might initiate to enforce this Stipulated 

Order. 

IV.


CUSTOMER LISTS


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Defendants , and their officers, agents, directors, 

servants , employees, salespersons , independent contractors , attomeys , corporations , subsidiaries 

affiiates , successors , and assigns , and all other persons or entities in active concert or 

partielpation with them who receive actual notice of this Order by personal service or otherwise 

whether acting directly or through any trust , corporation , subsidiar, division , or other device 

arc permanently restrained and enjoined from se11ng, renting, leasing, transferrng, or otherwise 

disdosing the name , address , telephone number, sociaJ security number, credit card number 

bank account number, c mail address , or other idcntifying information of any person who paid 

any money to or received any credit rcJatcd product , program, or service from any Defendant, or 

whose identifying infOlmation was obtained for the purpose of soliciting them to pay money to or 
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recei ve services from any Defendant at any time prior to the date this Order is entered, in 

connection with the sa1c or rcndition of the products , programs , or scrvices rcfcrcnced in the 

Complaint. 

Provided, however that Defendants , and their offcers agents, directors, servants 

employecs , salespersons , independent contractors , attorneys, corporations , subsidiaries , affiliates 

successors , and assigns, and all other persons or entities in active concert or participation with 

them who recei ve actual notice of this Order by personal service or othenvise, whether acting 

directly or through any t11st, corporation , subsidiary, division , or othcr device, may provide such 

infonnation to a law enforcement agency either volunt U'ily, or as required by any law , regulation 

or court order. 

COOPERA TION WITH FTC COUNSEL 

IT IS FURTHgR ORDERED that Defendants shall , in connection with this action or 

any subsequent investigations related to or associated with the transactions or the OCCUTTences 

that are the subject of the FTC' s Complaint , cooperate in good faith with the FTC and appear, or 

cause thcir offcers , employees, representatives , or agents to appear, at such p1aces and times as 

the FTC shall reasonably request, after written notice , for interviews , conferences , pretrial 

discovery, review of documents , and for such othcr mattcrs as may be rcasonably requested by 

the FTC. If requested in writing by thc FTC , Defendants shall appear, or cause their officers 

employees, representati ves, or agents to appear, and provide truthful testimony in any trial 

dcposition , or other proceeding related to or associated with the transactions or the occurrences 

that are the subjcct of the Complalnt, without the service of a suhpoena. 
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VI. 

COMPLIANCE MONITORING 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, for the purpose of monitoring and investigating 

compliance with any provision of this Order: 

Within ten (10) days of receipt of written notice from a rcpresentative of the 

Commission , each Defendant shaH submit additional written reports , swom to under penalty of 

pcrjUt)'; produce documents for inspection and copying; appear for deposition; and/or provide 

entry during normal business hours to any business 10cation in such Defcndant's possession or 

direct or indirect control to inspect the business operation; 

In addition, the Commission is authorized to monitor compliance with this Order 

by all other lawfuJ means , including, but not limited to, the following: 

ohtaining discovery from any person , without further lcave of court , using 

the procedures prescribed by Fed. R. Civ. P. 30 , 31 , 33 , and 45; and 

posing as consumers and supp1iers to: Defendants , Defcndants 

employees, or any other entity managed or controlled in whole or in part by Defendants, without 

the neccssity of identification or prior notice; and 

Defendants shall permit representati yes or the Commission to interview any 

employer, consultant, independent contractor, representative, agent, or employee who has agreed 

to such an interview, relating in any way to any conduct subject to this Order. The person 

interviewed may have counsel prescnt. 

Provided, however that nothing in this Order sha1l1im.it the Commission s 1awfu1 usc of 

compulsory process, pursuant to Sections 9 and 20 of the FTC Act , 15 U. C. g , 57b- , to 
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obtain any documentary materia1 , tangib1e things, testimony, or infonnation relevant to unfair or 

deceptive acts or practiccs in or affecting commercc (within the mcaning of 

15 U. c. * 45(a)( l)). 

VII. 

COMPLIANCE REPORTING BY DEFENDANTS 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED 
 that, in order that compliance with the provisions of this 

Order may be monitored: 

Por a period of Five (5) years from the daLe of entry of this Order 

Defendant Mishele Wells shall notify the Commission of the following: 

Any changes in her rcsidence, mailing addresses , and telephone 

numbers , within ten (10) days of the date of such change; 

Any changes in her emp10yment status (including self-

employment), and any change in the owncrship of the Defendant in any business entity, within 

tcn (10) days of the date of the such change. Such notice shall include the name and address of 

each husiness that the Defendant is affiliated with , employed by, creates or forms, or performs 

services for; a statement of the nature of the business; and a statement of the Defendant's duties 

and responsibi lities in cOfmectlon with the business or employment; and 

Any changes in the Defendant's name or use of any aliases or 

fictitious names and 

Defendants sha1l nOlify the Commission of any changes in corporatc 

structure of any business entity that the Defendant directly or indirectly controls , or has an 

owncrship intcrest in , that may affect compliance obhgations arising under this Order, including, 
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but not limited to, a dissolution , assignment , sale, merger, or othcr action that would result in the 

emergence or a successor entity; the creation or dissolution of a subsidiary, parent, or affiliate 

that engages in any acts or practices subject to this Order the filing of a bankruptcy petition; or a 

change in the corporate name or address , at 1cast thirty (30) days prior to such change provided 

that, with respect to any proposed change in the corporation about which the Defendant learns 

less than thirty (30) days prior to the date such action is to take place, Defendant shall notify the 

Commission as soon as is practicable after obtaining such knowledge. 

One hundred eighty (180) days after the date of entry of this Order, the 

Defendants shaH provide a written report to the FTC, sworn to under penalty of pcrjury under thc 

1aws of the United States , seuing forth in detail the manner and fonn in which they have 

complied and arc comp1ying with this Order, This report shall inc1ude) but not be limited to: 

For Defendant Mishele Wells: 

The then-current residence address , mai1ing addresses , and 

telephone numbers of Defendant Mishclc WeHs; 

The then-CUlrent employment and business addresses and 

telephone numbers of Defendant Mishclc Wclls , a dcscription of thc business activities of each 

such employer or business , and the title and responsibilitics of Defendant Mishele Wells , for 

cach such employcr or business; and 

Any other changes requircd to bc reported under subsection A of 

this Section. 
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For a1l Defendants: 

A copy of cach acknowledgment of receipt of this Order obtained 

by Defendant pursuant to Section X of this Ordcr and 

Any changes required to be reported pursuant to Subsection A 

above. 

Por the purposes of this Order, Defendants shall? un1ess otherwise directed by the 

Commission s authorized representativef- , mal1 all written notifications to thc Commission to:

MONITORING COMPLIANCE OF SALES PERSONNEL


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Defendants , in conncction with any business where 

any Defendant is the majority owner of the business or direct1y or indirectly manages or controls 

the business; and where the business is engaged in telemarketing, or assisting others engaged in 

telemarketing, arc hereby permanently restrained and enjoined from: 

Failing to take reasonablc steps suffcient to monitor and ensure that all 

employecs and independent contractors engaged in sales or other customer scrvice functions 

comply with Section T of this Stipulated Order. Such steps shaH ioc1uOO adequate monitoring of 

sales prescntations or other cal1s wiLh customers, and shal1 aho inc1ude? at a minimum, the 
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foJlowing: (1) listening to the oral representations madc by persons engaged in sales or other 

customer service functions (2) estahlishing a procedure for receiving and responding to 

consumer complaints; and (3) ascel1aining the number and nature of consumer complaints 

regarding transactions in which each cmp10yec or independent contractor is involved; 

Failing promptly to investigate fully any consumer complaint received by any 

business to which this Section applies; and 

Failing to take corrective action with respect to any sales person whom 

Defendants detcrmine is not complying with this Order, which may include training, disciplining, 

and/or terminating such sales person. 

IX.


RECORD KEEPING PROVISIONS


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED 
 that , for a period of eight (8) years from the date of entr 

of this Order, in connection with any business where (1) Defendant Mishele Wells is the majority 

owner, or direct1y or indirectly manages or contro1s the business, and (2) the business is engaged 

, Or a sists others in engaging i11, telemarketing, Defendants and their agents , emp10yees 

offcers, corporations, successors , and assigns, and thos.e persons in acrive concert or 

paI1icipation with them who receive actuaJ notice of this Order by personal service or otherwise 

are hereby restrained and enjoined from failing to create and retain the following records: 

Accounting records that reflect the cost of goods or scrvices sold , revenues 

generated, and the disbursement of such revenues. 

Personnel records accurately reflecting: the name, address , and telephone number 

of each person employed in any capacity by such business , including as an independent 
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contractor; that person s job title or position the date upon which the person commenced work; 

and the date and reason for thc person s termination, if applicable; 

Customer fi les containing the names, addresses , telephone numbers , dollar 

amounts paid, quantity of Hems or serviccs purchased, and description of items or services 

purchased, to the extent such information is obtained in the ordinary course of business; 

Complaint and refund requests (whether received directly, indirectly or through 

any third party) and any responses to t.hose complaints or requests; 

Copies of an sales scripts , training materials , advertisements , or other marketing 

materials; and 

Al1 records and documents necessary to demonstrate full compliance with each 

provision of this Order, including, but not 1imited to , copies of acknowledgments of receipt of 

this Order, required by Section X ) and all reports submitted to the FTC pursuant to Section Vll. 

DISTRIBUTION OF ORDER BY DEFENDANTS 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that , for a period of five (5) years from the date of entry 

of this Order, Defendants shall deli vel' copies of the Order as directed below: 

Corporate Defendant: Defendant Simax Corp. must deliver a copy of this 

Order to all of its principals , officers, directors , and managers. Defendant Simax Corp. also must 

deliver copies of this Order to all of its employees, agents, and representatives who engage in 

conduct rc1ated to the subject mattcr of thc Order. For current personnel , de1ivery shall be within 

five (5) days of service of this Order upon Defendant. Fur new personnel, delivery shall occur 

prior to them assuming t.heir responsibilities-
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Individual Defendant Mishele Wells as Control Person: Por any business that 

Dcfendant Mishelc Wel1s controls , directly or indirectly, or in which Defendant Mishele Wells 

has a majority ownership interest, Defendant Mishele Wells must deliver a copy of this Order to 

all principals , offcers , directors , and managers of that business. Defendant Mishcle Wells must 

a1so dell ver copies or this Order to an emp10yees , agents , and represcntatives of that business 

who engage in conduct reluted to the subject malLeT of the Order. For current personnel , delivery 

shal1 be within five (5) days or service of this Order upon Defendant. For new personnel 

delivery shall occur prior to them assuming their responsibilities. 

Individual Defendant Mishele Wells as employee or non-control person: For 

any busincss whcrc Defendant Mishele WeUs is not a controlling person of a business but 

otherwise engages in conduct reJated to the subject matter of this Order, Defendant Mi she1e 

Wells must deliver a copy of this Order to all principals and managers of such business before 

engaging in such conduct. 

Defendants must secure a signed and dated statement acknow1edging receipt of 

the Order and the Permanent Injunction , within thirty (30) days of deJivery, from all persons 

receiving a copy of thc Ordcr pursuant to this Section. 

XI. 

ACKNOWLEDGMENT O ' RECEIPT OF ORDER BY DEFENDANTS 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that each Defendant, within five (5) business days of 

receipt ofthis Order as entered by the Court , must submit to the Commission a truthfu1 sworn 

statement acknowledging receipt of this Order. 
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XII. 

RET NTJON OF JURISDICTION 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that thc Court shaH retain jursdiction of this mattcr for 

purposes of constrction, modification and enforcement of this Order. 

The Commission and Defendants hereby stipulate and agree to entr of the fOfcgoing 

Stipulated Order, which shaH constitute a final judgmcnt in this action.
