There's also the potential for significant harm to
consumers, because, of the problem of properly knowing
their intent when they unsubscribe frum a list. On tup
of that, these suppression lists could easily fall into
uie Lionels oi spammers, ieauing to more spam instead oi
less.

1 was quite surprised at the potential problems this
niiina could involve, and ur^c ^7ou in the strongest
possible terms to reconsider its implementation in iighi
of these problems,
