This correspondence regards concerns with proposed regulations to implement Title V of the
Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act of 1999.

When reviewing this legislation, it becomes apparent that congressional intent was considerably
different than the proposed regulations are taking. In short, the statute provides for protection of
financial information and not the basic name and address information. The “opt out” process is
designed to protect the public as opposed to the sweeping regulations that are considered at
present.

The removal of name and address information availability will have a chilling effect on not only
private investigators and their livelihood but also on commerce in general. The ability to quickly
and effectively investigate crimes like insurance fraud, corporate fraud, embezzlement, and other
like crimes will be diminished greatly.

We urge you to carefully move on this issue since we are talking about an impact to the economy
that will reach the billions of dollars.
