We also reviewed your social media 
website at https://www.facebook.com/texascenterwell/, where you direct consumers to your 
website https://www.texascenterwellness.com/ to book appointments for treatments and purchase 
supplements. We have determined that you are unlawfully advertising that supplements, peptide 
therapy, and intravenous vitamin therapy treat or prevent Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-
19). 
 
 Some examples of Coronavirus prevention or cure claims on your websites include:

Thus, we are taking the time to keep you 
informed about the virus and the preventative actions that you can take to help 
mitigate your exposure to the virus should it reach our area of Austin, Texas.

It is unlawful under the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. § 41 et seq., to advertise that a product 
or service can prevent, treat, or cure human disease unless you possess competent and 
reliable scientific evidence substantiating that the claims are true at the time they are made.  
For COVID-19, no such study is currently known to exist for the products or services 
identified above.  Thus, any coronavirus-related prevention or treatment claims regarding 
such products or services are not supported by competent and reliable scientific evidence.  
You must immediately cease making all such claims.  

You are also advised to review all other claims for your products and services and 
immediately cease making claims that are not supported by competent and reliable scientific 
evidence.   

 
Violations of the FTC Act may result in legal action seeking a Federal District Court 

injunction and an order may require that you pay back money to consumers.  In addition, 
pursuant to the COVID-19 Consumer Protection Act, Section 1401, Division FF, of the 
Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021, P.L. 116-260, marketers who make deceptive 
claims about the treatment, cure, prevention, or mitigation of COVID-19 are subject to a 
civil penalty of up to $43,792 per violation.
