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Counsel has discussed this issue in a meet and confer with Complainant Counsel.
Complainant Counsel does not object to this request.

For the foregoing reasons, Respondents’ Counsel respectfully request that the Commission
GRANT this Motion for Leave to Withdraw as Counsel of Record for Respondents, Traffic Jam
Events, LLC and David J. Jeansonne 1l, and ORDER that the Secretary is directed to withdraw the
appearances of Respondent's Counsel as Counsel of Record for Traffic Jam Events, LLC and

David J. Jeansonne Il from the Docket and Record in this case. A Proposed Order is attached.
