By 

stipulating to the aforementioned Final Order, the Corporate Defendants and Alvarez 

Defendants do not hereby withdraw their Fee Motion and look forward to the Court’s 

ruling on the same. 

Pursuant to Local Rule 3.01(g), FTC counsel certifies that they conferred via 

email on January 12, 2024, with counsel for defendant Robert Shemin, and the 

Receiver.  Neither oppose the filing of the Joint Application for Entry of Stipulated
