STIPULATED FINAL JUDGMENT AND 
ORDER FOR PERMANENT INJUNCTION 

Plaintiff. Federal Trade Commission ("Commission"), filed a Complaint for Injunctive 

and Other Equitable Relief pursuant to Sections 13(b) and 19 of the Federal Trade Commission 

Act ("FIC Act"). 15 U.S.C. §§ 53(b) and 57b. and Section 41O(b) of the Credit Repair 

Organizations Act. 15 U.S.C. § 1679h(b). to obtain temporary. preliminary. and permanent 

injunctive relief, rescission of contracts and restitution. disgorgement of ill-gotten gains. and 

other equitable relief against defendants Advantage Credit Repair LLC and Mark D. Solomon 

(''Defendants'') for engaging in deceptive acts or practices in connection with the advertising. 

marketing. promotion. offering for sale, Or sale of credit repair services in violation of Section 

5{a) of the PrC Act, 15 U.S.C. § 45(a), and in violation of multiple sections of the Credit Repair 

Organizations Act, 15 U.S.C. §§ 1679-1679j. 

Plaintiff and Defendants. by and through their attorneys. have agreed to entry of this 

Stipulated Final Judgment and Order for Permanent Injunotion ("Order") by this Court in order 

to resolve all claims against Defendants in this action. Plaintiff and Defendants have consented 
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to entry of this Order without trial or adjudication of any issue of law or fact herein and without 

Defendants admitting liability for any of the violations alleged in the Complaint. 

Being fully advised in the premises and acting upon the joint motion of the parties to 

enter this Order, 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED as follows: 

I. This Court has jurisdiction over the subject maner of this case and personal 

jurisdiction over Defendants. 

2. The Complaint states a claim upon which relief may be granted against 

Defendants under Sections 5, 13(b), and 19 of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. §§ 45, 53(b), and 57b, and 

Section 4JO(b) of the Credit Repair Organizations Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1679h(b). Defendants are a 

"credit repair organization," as that term is defined in Section 403(3) of the Credit Repair 

Organizations Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1679a(3). 

3. Venue in this districlis proper under 28 U.S.C. § 1391(b) and 15 U.S.C. § 53(b). 

4. The activities of Defendants are "in Or affecting commerce" as "commerce" is 

defined in Seclion 4 of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. § 44. 

5. Defendants have read and fully understand the Complaint against them and the 

provisions of this Order, and they freely enter into this Order. 

6. Defendants waive: (a) al1 rights to seek judicial review or otherwise challenge or 

contest the validity of Ihis Order; (b) any claim that they may have against the Commission, its 

employees, representatives, or agents; (c) all claims under the Equal Access to Justice Act, 28 

U.S.C. § 2412, as ame1lded by Pub. L. 104,121, 110 Stat. 847, 863-64 (1996); and (d) any rights 

to attorney's fees that may arise under said provisions of law. The Commission and Defendants 

shall each bear their own costs and attorney's fees incurred in this action.

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7. This Order is in addition to, and not in lieu of, any other civil or criminal 

remedies that may be provided by law. 

8. Entry of this Order is in the public interest. 

DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this Order, the following definitions shall apply: 

A. "Assets" means any legal Or equitabl" interest in, right to, or claim to, any real 

and personal property, including, but not limited, to "goods," "instrumenlll," "equipment," 

"filltures," "general intangibles," "inventory," "checks," "notes" (as these terms are defined in 

the Uniform Commercial Code), and.,ll chattels, leaseholds, contracts, mail or other deliveries, 

shares of stock, liBts of consumer names, accounts, credits, premises, receivables, funds, and 

cash, wherever located. 

B. "Assisting others" includes, but is not limited to: (1) performing customer 

service fnnctions, including receiving or responding to consumer complaints; (2) formulating or 

providing, or arranging for the formulation or provision of, any marketing material; (3) 

providing names of, Or assisting in the generation of, potential customers; or (4) performing 

marketing or billing services of any kind. 

C. "Credit repair organizution" shal.! have the meaning ascribed to that term in 

Section 403(3) of the Credit Repair Organizations Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1679a(3). A complete copy 

of the Credit Repair Organizations Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1679-1679j, is attached. 

D. "Credit repair service" means any service, in return for payment of money or 

other Valuable consideration, for the express or implied purpose of: (1) improving any 

consumer's credit record, credit history, or credit rating; or (2) providing advice or assistance to 

any COnSUmer with regard to any activity or service the pUlpose of which is to improve a

consumer's credit record, credit history, or credit rating. 

E. "Customer" meanS any person who has paid, or may be required to pay, for 

goods or services offered for sale or sold by the Defendants. 

F. "Individual Defendant" means Mark D. Solomon. 

O. "Corporate Defendant" means Advantage Credit Repair LLC, and its successors 

lind assigns. 

H. ''Defendants'' means the Individual Defendant and the Corporate Defendant, 

individually or collecti vely. 

I. ''Document'' is synonymous in meaning and equal in scoP" to the usage of the 

tCfm in Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 34(a), and includes writings, drawings, graphs, charts, 

photographs, audio and video recordings, computer records, and other data compilations from 

which the information can be obtained and translated, if necessary, through detection devices 

into reasonably usable form. A draft Or non~identical copy is a separate document within the 

meaning of the term. 

J. ''Persun'' means a natural person, 1m organization or other legal entity, including 

It corporation, partnership, sole proprietorship, limited liability company, association, 

cooperative, or any other group or combination acting as nn entity. 

K. "Plaintiff' means the Federal Trade Commission.

PROHIBITED BUSINESS ACTIVITIES PURSUANT TO THE li'EDERAL TRADE 
COMMlSSlON ACT 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that. in connection with the advertising. marketing. 

promotion. offering for sale, or sale of any good or service, including. but not limited to. any 

credit repair service, Defendants, and their officers, agents, servants, employees, attorneys, and 

those persons in active concert or participation with nny of them who receive actual notice of 

this Order by personal service or otherwise, whether acting directly or through any entity, 

corporation, subsidiary, division, affiliate or other device, are hereby permanently reslnlined and 

enjoined from misrepresenting, Or assisting others in misreprellenting, expressly or by 

implication, any material faCl, including, but not limited to: 

A. That Defendants can improve substantially consumers' credit reports or profiles 

by permanently removing negative information from consumers' credit reports, 

even where such information is accurate and not obsolete; 

B. The ability to otherwise improve or otherwise affect a consumer's credit report or 

profile Or ability to obtain credit; 

C. The total cost to purchase, receive, or use the goods or services; 

D. Any material restrictions, l.imitations, or conditions to purchase, receive, or use 

the goods or services; 

E. Any material aspect of the nature or terms of a refund, cancellation, exchange, or 

repurchase policy for the goods or services; or

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,. F. Any material aspect of the perfonnanc." efficacy, nature, or central characteristics 

of the goods or services.

PROHIBITED BUSINESS ACTIVITIES PURSUANT TO THE CREDIT REPAIR 
ORGANIZATIONS ACT 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, in connection with the advertising, marketing, 

promotion, offering for sale, or sale of any credit repair service to consumers, Defendants, and 

their officers, agents, servants, employees, attorneys, and those persons in active concert or 

participation with any of them who receive actual notice of this Order by personal service or 

otherwise, whether acting directly or through any entity, cOlJloration, subsidiary, division, 

affiliate or other device, a.re hereby permanently restrcined and enjoined from violating, or 

assisting others in violating, the Credit Repcir Organizations Act, 15 U.S.C. §§ 1679-1679j, 

including, but not limited to: 

A. By malting Or using untrue or misleading representations to induce consumers to 

purchase their services, including, but not limited to, misrepresenting that a credit 

repair organization can improve substantially consumers' credit reports or profiles 

by pennanently removing negative information from consumers' credit reports, 

even where such information is accurate and not obsolete, in violation of Section 

404(a)(3), 15 U.S.C. § 1679b(a)(3); and 

B. By charging or receiving money or other valuable consideration for the 

performance of credit repair services, before such services are fully performed, in 

violation of Section 404(b), 15 U.S.C. § 1679b(b),

PROHIBITION ON COLLECTING ACCOUNTS 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED thlltDefendants, and their officers, agents, servants, 

employees, attorneys, and those persons in active concert or participation with any of them who 

receive actual notice of this Order by personal service or otherwise, whether acting directly or 

through any entity, corporation, subsidiary, division, affiliate or other device, are hereby 

permanently restrained and enjoined from attempting to collect, collecting, selling, or assigning, 

or otherwise transferring any right to collect payment for any credit repair services from any 

consumer who purchased or agreed to purchase credit repair services from any Defendant prior 

to the entry of the October 23, 2008 Temporary Restraining Order with Asset Freeze and Other 

Equitable Relief and Order to Show Cause Why a Preliminary Injunction Should Not Issue. 

IV. 

PROlllBITlON ON DISCLOSING CUSTOMER INFORMATION 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Defendants, and their officers, agents, servants, 

employees, attorneys, and those persons in active concert or participation with any of them who 

recei ve actual notice of this Order by personal service or otherwise, whether acting directly Or 

through any entity, corporation, subsidiary, division, affiliate Or other device, are hereby 

pelmanently restrained and enjoined from: 

A. Selling, renting, leasing, transferring, or otherwise disclosing the name, address, 

telephone number, email address, Social Security number, credit card number, 

bank account number, date of birth, or other identifying or financial information 

of any person which any Defendant obtained prior to the entry of this Order in 

connection with the advertising, marketing, promotion, offering for sale, or sale

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of any credit repEllr services; and 

B. Benefitting from or using the name, address, telephone number, email address, 

Social Security number, credit card number, bank account number, date of birth, 

Or other identifying or financial information of any person which any Defendant 

obtruned prior to the entry of this Order in connection with the advertising, 

marketing, promotion, offering for sale, or sale of any credit repair services. 

Provided, howeller, that Defendants may disclose identifying information to n law 

enforcement agency or as required by any law, regulation, Or court order. 

V. 

DISPOSAL OF SENSITIVE CONSUMER INFORMATION 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Defendants, and their officers, agents, servants, 

employees, attorneys, and those pernons in active concert or participation with any of them who 

receive actual notice ofthi. Order by personal service or otherwise, whether acting directly or 

through any entity, corporation, subsidiary, division, affiliate or other device, are hereby 

permanently restrained and enjoined from failing to take reasonable measures to protect against 

unauthorized aCCeSS to or use of sensitive consumer information when disposing of information 

obtained in connection with the advertising, marketing, promotion, offering for sale, or sale of 

any credit repair services or other credit-related services. Reasonable measures include, bul arc 

not limited to: 

A. Burning, pulverizing, or shredding of papers containing sensitive consumer 

information so that the information cannot practicably be read or reoonBtructed; 

and

B. Destroying or erasing electronic media containing sensitive COnSUmer information 

so that the information cannot practicably be read or reconstructed. 

For purposes of this section, "sensitive consumer information shall mean (i) an 

individual's Social Security number; financial account number; or any other informlltion that 

enllbles a person to access another person's account (such as credit card, debit card, checking, 

savings, money market, stock, commodities, share or similar account, utility bill, or mortgage 

loan account); or (ii) individual's name or address or phone number In combination with the 

individual's date of birth, driver's license number or other state identification number Of a 

foreign country equivalent, or passport number. 

VI. 

MONETARY JUDGMENT 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that: 

A. Judgment for equitable monetary relief is hereby entered in favor of the 

Commission and agllinst Defendants, jointly and severlllly, in the amollnt of Two Hundred 

Twenty Six Thousand, Seven Hundred Ninety Three Dollars and Ninety Cents ($226,793.90). 

Provided, however, that this judgment shall be suspended upon the payment by the Defendants 

to the Commission of Twenty Thousand Dollar.; ($20,000.00) and, subject to the provisions of 

the Section of this Order titled "Right to Reopen," shall be deemed fully satisfied upon 

completion of Subsection B of this Section; 

B. Defendants shall make the payment required by Subsection A of this Section (the 

"Payment"), within seven days of the dllte of entry of this Order. The Payment shall be made to 

the Commission by wire transfer in accordance with directions provided by the Commission, or 

in such other manner as agreed to by the Commission.

C. All funds paid pursuant to this Order shall be deposited into a fund administered 

by the Commission or its agent to be used for equitable reHef. including. but not limited to, 

consumer redress. and any attendant expenses for lhe admini~tration of such equitable relief 

fund. Defendants shall cooperate fully to assist the Commission in identifying consumers who 

may be entitled to redress pursuant to this Order. If the Commission determines, in its sole 

discretion, that redress to consumers is wholly or partially impracticable or funds remain after 

redress is completed, the Commission may apply any remaining funds for such other equitable 

relief (including consumer information remedies) as it determines to be reasonably related to 

Defendants' practices alleged in the Complaint. Any funds not used for such equitable relief 

shall be deposited to the United States Treasury as disgorgement. Defendants shall have no right 

to challenge the Commission's choice of remedies under this Section, and sh:ill have no right to 

contest the manner of distribution chosen by the Commission. This judgment for equitable 

monetary relief is solely remedial in nature and is not a fine, penalty, punitive assessment, or 

forfeiture; 

D. In the event of any default on Defendants' obligation to make payment under this 

Section, interest, computed pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1961, as amended, shall accrue from the date 

of default to the date of payment. and shall immediately become due and payable; 

E. Defendants relinquish all dominion, control, and title to the funds paid to the 

fuJlest extent permitted by law. Defendants shall make no claim to or demand return of the 

funds, directly or indirectly, through counselor otherwise; 

F. Defendants agree that the facts as alleged in the Complaint filed in this action 

shall be taken as true without further proof in any bankruptcy case Or subsequent civil litigation 

pursued by the Commission to enforce its rights to any payment or money judgment pursuant to 

10 
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this Order, including, but not limited to, a nondischargeability complaint in any bankruptcy case. 

Defendants further stipulate and agree that the faCls alleged in the Complaint establish all 

elements necessary to sustain an action pursuant to, and that this Order shalI.have collateral 

estoppel effect for pUlpose. of, Section 523(a)(2)(A} of the Bankruptcy Code, 

11 U.S.C. § 523(a)(2}(A); 

O. In accordance with 31 U.S.C. § 7701, Defendants are hereby required, unless they 

already have done 80, to furniSh to the Commission taxpayer identifying numbers (social 

security numbers or employer identification numbers), which shall be used for purposes of 

collecting and reporting on any delinqnent amount arising out of their relationship with the 

government. Defendants are further required, unless they already have done so, to provide the 

Commission with clear, legible and full-size photocopies of all valid driver's licenses that they 

possess, which will be used for reporting and compliance purposes; and 

H. Proceedings instituted under this Section are in addition to, and not in lieu of, any 

other civil or criminal remedies that may be provided by law, including any other proceedings 

the Commission may initiate to enforce this Order. 

VII. 

RIGHT TO REOPEN 

IT IS FlJRTHER ORDERED that: 

A. Within len (10) business days after the date of entry of this Order by the Court, 

each Defendant shall submit to the Commission a truthful sworn statement (in the form shown 

on Attachment A of this Order), that shall reaffirm and attest to (he truthfulness, accuracy, and 

completeness of their own sworn financial statements previously provided to the Conunission, 

consisting of the Financial Statement of Individllal Defendant signed by Mark D. Solomon on 

11 
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October 30, 2008 and the Financial Statement of COll'orate Defendant signed by Mark D. 

Solomon on behalf of Advantage Credit Repair LLC on October 30, 2008 (collectively, the 

"Finnncial Statements"). Plaintiff's agreement to this Order is expressly premised upon the 

truthfulness, accuracy, and completeness of Defendants' financial condition, as represented in 

the Financial Statements referenced above, which contain material information upon which 

Plointiffrelied in negotiating and agreeing to the tenns of this Order; 

B. If, upon motion by the Commission to the Coun, the Court finds that any 

Defendant failed to disclose any material asset, materially misrepresented the value of any asset, 

or made my other material misrepresentation or omission in Defendmts' Financial Statements, 

the suspension of the monetary judgment will be terminated and the entire judgment amount of 

Two Hundred Twenty Six Thousand, Seven Hundred Ninety Three Dollars and Ninety Cents 

($226,793.90), less the sum of transfers made pursuant to the Section titled "Monetary

Judgment" aboye, shall become immediately due lind payable by Defendants, and .interest 

computed at the rate prescribed under 28 U.S.C. § 1961, as amended, shall begin immediately to 

accrue on the unpaid balance; and 

C. Proceedings instituted under this Section are in addition to, and not in lieu of, any 

other civil or criminal remedies that may be provided by law, including any other proceedings 

the Commission may initiate to enforce this Order.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, for the purposes of (i) monitoring and investigating 

compliance with any provision of this Order, lind (ii) investigating the accuracy of any 

Defendant's financial statements upon which the Commission's agreement to this Order is

Provided, however, that nothing in this Order shall limit the Commission's lawful use of 

compulsory process, pursuant to Sections 9 and 20 of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. §§ 49, 57b-l, to 

obtain any documentary material, tangible things, testimony, or information relevant to unfair or

from failing to create and relain the following records: 

A. Accounting records that reflect the cost of goods or services sold, revenues 

generated, and the disbursement of such revenues; 

B. Personnel records accllrately reflecting: the name, address, and telephone number 

of each person employed in any capacity by sllch business, including as an independent 

contractor; that person's job title or position; the date upon which the person commenced work; 

and the date and reason for the person's termination, jf applicable; 

C. Customer files containing the names, addresses, phone numbers, dollar amounts 

paid, quantity of items or services purchased, and description of items or services purchased, to 

the extent such information is obtained in the ordinary course of business; 

D. Complaints and refund requests (whether received directly or indirectly. such as 

through a third party) and any responses to those complaints or requests; 

E. Copies of all sales scripts, tmining materials, advertisements. or other marketing 

materials, including direct mail solicitations and contracts sent to consumers; and

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F. All records and documents necessary to demonstrate full compliance with each 

provision of this Order, including but not limited to, copies of acknowledgments of receipt of 

this Order required by the Sections titled "Distribution of Order" and "Acknowledgment of 

Receipt of Order" und ull reporls submitted to the PrC pursuant to the Section titled 

"Compliance Reporting."

DISTRIBUTION OF ORDER

to (1) all of its principals, officers, directors, and managers; (2) all of its employees, agents, and 

representatives who engage in conduct related to the subject matter of the Order; and (3) any 

business entity resulting from ,my change in structure set forth in Snbsection A.2 of the Section 

titled "Compliance Reporting." For current personnel, delivery shall be within five (5) days of 

service of this Order upon such Defendant. For new personnel, delivery shall occur prior to 

them assuming their responsibilities. For any business entity resulting from any change in 

structure set forth in Subsection A.2 of the Section titled "Compliance Reporting," delivery shall 

be at least ten (10) days prior to the change in structure. 

B. Individual Defendant as control person: For any business that the Individual 

Defendant controls, directly or indirectly, Or in which such Defendant has a majority ownership 

interest, such Defendant must deliver a copy of this Order to (1) all principals, officers, directors, 

and managers of that business; (2) all employees, agents, and representatives of that business 

who engage in conduct related to the subject matter of the Order; and (3) any business entity

resulting from any change in structure set forth in Subsection A.2 of the Section titled 

"Compliance Reporting." For current personnel. delivery shall be within five (5) days of service 

of this Order upon such Defendant. For new personnel, deli very shall occur priorto them 

assuming their responsibilities.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the freeze on the Assets of Defendants shall remain 

in effecllintil the Defendants have made the payment required by subsections A and B of the 

Section titled ''Monetary Judgment" above,provided, however,that Defendants, with the express 
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written consent of counsel for the Commission, may transfer funds to the extent necessary to 

make the required payment. Once Defendants have fully complied with the Section titled 

"Monetary Judgment" above, the free~.e against the Assets of Defendants shall be lifted 

permanently. A financial institution shall be entitled to rely upon a letter from Plaintiff stating 

that the freeze on the Assets of Defendants has been lifted. 

XIV. 

RETENTION OF JURISDICTION 

IT IS FURTHER ORf)ERED that this COllli shall retain jurisdiction of 

this matter for pllrposes of construction, modi fication, and enforcement of this Order.
