All,

We are seeking guidance on how to apply the Section 801.12 formula to the following facts.

Company X has four authorized directors elected as follows.

a. Two directors are elected by the holders of at least 75% of X’s Series A Preferred Stock voting as a class
on as as converted to Common Stock basis.

b.      Two directors are elected by the holders of a majority of X’s Common Stock voting as a class.

No stockholder holds at least 75% of X’s Series A Preferred Stock.
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Assume Stockholder Y holds 30% of X’s Series A Preferred Stock and 10% of X’s Common Stock. How would we
calculate what percentage of X’s voting shares Stockholder Y holds under Section 801.12? Would it still be [30% times
2/4] plus [10% times 2/4]?
