For a very short period of time | needed
additional financial assistance in the form of SSI. But by increasing my Shaklee business, it soon
supported me without Government assistance. | am now in my late 60s and still do not need
Government assistance in the form of SSI or Disability thanks to my Shaklee business. If the
proposed Business Opportunity Rule RS11993 were made law, it would affect my business (for the
reasons | stated in my formal complaint) to such a degree that my income would greatly suffer and

I very likely would end up on government assistance. | strongly urge the defeate of this proposal.
