| support the disclosure of an average eamings income statement bacause # is a good business practice but, | am opposed 1o being
forced fo provide written substantiation because it will be burdensome considering the small amount of money spent fo enter a network
matketing business.

I will only support the disclosure of previous litigation of companies, executives, affiliated companies and the like involving fraud and
mistepresentation only if the parly is found guilly.” If the defendaml is found not quilty or the case is stilt pending, then it should not be necessary
1o disclose this information.

In addition, although # is a good practice to provide references of satisfied customers; this is also a burden for small businesses and |
believe will be a violation of personal confidentialily issues.
