Another par t  of this proposed rule is the disclosure of at  least 10 p r io r  p u r c h a s e r s  nearby 
... in countless areas, there ARE no others nearby, especially with a newer product such as 
ours. And I for one would POSITIVELY not want MY personal information being handed 
out to strangers. It would be putting people at risk for personal/physical ~asons  and could 
also be a horrific way for identity thieves to have a whole new heyday. I urge COMMON 
SENSE rather  than implementing a complex new set of rules that  would hurt  the vast
